Foreign Travel Insurance

Travel of faculty and staff members for College-related purposes


The College foreign travel insurance policy automatically covers all College faculty and staff members who are traveling for purposes related to their work at the College.  Although enrollment is not required, please inform Jerry Berenson, Chief Administrative Officer, of your travel plans so that you can be sent the brochure describing all coverage and the procedures for obtaining services and filing claims.  
Personal travel of faculty and staff and family members
The travel abroad policy is available to faculty and staff members for personal travel during trips, or as an extension to trips, for which they are also traveling on College related business. Family members traveling with Bryn Mawr faculty and staff members on college related trips can also be covered by the policy.  However, enrollment is required for family member travel by completing the travel enrollment form which can be obtained from Jerry Berenson, Chief Administrative Officer.  The cost is $40 per month per person (the minimum cost is the cost for one month even if the trip is for less than one month).  Please note that the travel insurance policy no longer covers faculty and staff members or their families for purely personal travel.  Please contact a travel agency for information about personal travel insurance policies.

Medical Coverage
The policy provides for sudden illness and accidental medical insurance coverage (not routine medical care) for costs incurred during a covered stay that provides coverage up to a $45,000 maximum with a $100 deductible.  This plan acts in excess to any coverage provided by your regular insurance policy (Blue Cross/Blue Shield or Keystone).

Medical Evacuation

The policy covers 100% of the cost of medical evacuation in the event of a medical emergency.  Emergency medical travel arrangements are made by the insurance company, and therefore must be coordinated by them in order for available coverage and costs to be appropriately handled.

Other Insurance Coverage for faculty, staff and students for College-related travel abroad

If you have any experience while traveling abroad that might involve an insurance claim, please contact Jerry Berenson, Chief Administrative Officer.  The College has the following international insurance policies:

· Auto Liability – provides excess insurance over local coverage for an auto liability claim involving a school employee, volunteer or student while traveling abroad – up to $1,000,000.  When renting a car outside the U.S., its territories, Puerto Rico or Canada, both liability and physical damage coverage must be purchased in the local country/jurisdiction. Although Bryn Mawr has auto liability coverage through its Foreign Package policy, this coverage is excess and applies only when the local coverage purchased is exhausted. It’s also important to note that buying car rental insurance is required by law in many countries. However, even in those countries where insurance is not compulsory, it should be purchased. Otherwise, Bryn Mawr may experience a gap in coverage. The minimum limits to be purchased, equivalent in U.S. dollars, are: $10,000 each person/$20,000 each accident for Bodily Injury Liability, and $10,000 each accident for Property Damage Liability.

· Workers Compensation – covers the losses associated with an employee getting injured while traveling abroad on behalf of the school.

· General Liability – covers a third-party claim resulting from the actions of a school employee, volunteer or student while traveling abroad – up to $1,000,000 per occurrence.
· Excess Liability – provides coverage over Bryn Mawr’s General Liability and Auto and Employers Liability when a claim exceeds $1,000,000. 

· Property – insures against physical loss or damage to Bryn Mawr College property in the care, custody or control of an employee or authorized individual on temporary travel abroad – up to $25,000 for any one occurrence, subject to a $2,500 deductible.
