ACLAMO supports and assists Norristown families with low incomes through the provision of health, employment, education, and housing services and programs. ACLAMO’s Education Department includes a Family Literacy program, and an afterschool program.
The Preschool Teaching Assistant will assist with the preschoolers each morning.
Specific duties include:

Position Title: UCCP Intern (1 Opening)
The UCCP “prepares and supports youth and young adults to become confident, effective leaders and collaborates with organizations to create cultures that value and integrate the contributions of youth, thereby building stronger communities.” The UCCP carries out this mission through direct programming, capacity building for other organizations, and applied research activities. The UCCP works with older youth and young adults, ages 14-24, and with a vast network of grassroots and citywide organizations.
The UCCP Intern will provide administrative, programmatic, and research support for the UCCP’s youth leadership initiatives. As part of this position, the UCCP Intern will also interact with partner organizations as the UCCP’s Leaders Corp, a group of college students and older youth who carry out all of our programming and support our capacity building and community outreach work. 

Specific duties include:
