Civic Matters, a journal of civic engagement that publishes articles by members of the Bryn Mawr community, seeks submissions for its third edition. We will consider essays from those who have actively engaged with their on-campus or off-campus communities, for example, through political activism or volunteerism. While articles may take a variety of forms (including analysis, opinion, reflection, journal entry, interview, letter, or photo essay), we are especially interested in articles that
· convey the ways that members of a community define civic engagement and how they make decisions about community involvement;

· identify possibilities for accomplishment through civic engagement as well as limitations that complicate or make difficult the achievement of goals;

· address the complexities of work that crosses boundaries (geographic or otherwise), and the lessons learned from engaging with these complexities;

· suggest strategies for addressing the everyday challenges that arise in civic engagement and reflect on the opportunities for personal growth in this process.
We define civic engagement broadly, and submissions need not be based on a college-sponsored activity. Personal accounts of community-based experiences are welcome, as long as they offer critical perspective or insight.


Guidelines for Submission

· Submissions should be approximately 3 pages (1000 words).

· Writers should use a common font, such as Times New Roman, in 12-point type, double-spaced.

· We welcome a variety of forms and genres:

· Analyses of community service, activism, political engagement

· Essays or reflections based on field experiences in academic courses

· Shared writing by partners in a civic engagement activity

· Journal entries

· Letters to someone with whom you’ve had a partnership in civic engagement

· Photo essays

· Interviews

· Writers should be sure that their pieces don’t reveal the identities of anyone they’ve worked with unless that person has given them explicit permission to do so.

· Writers are responsible for the accuracy of their descriptions of sites of civic engagement (e.g., organizations, programs, etc.).

All students, staff, faculty and community partners are invited to submit articles for this issue.  If you have an idea for an article or a piece that you are working on, please be in touch and let us know!

The deadline for submission is Friday, October 24, 2008.  Entries should be submitted electronically as Word documents to Julie at civicmatters@gmail.com.  Please note that if your submission is accepted, the editorial team will copyedit your work prior to publication.
