The Civic Engagement Office is currently hiring tutors for both the Ardmore Community Tutoring (ACT) Program and the Overbrook High School (OHS) Program.

ACT Tutors are matched one-on-one with students for homework help and math/reading enrichment activities.  ACT Tutors meet with their tutees at Zion Baptist Church in Ardmore—transportation is provided by the Civic Engagement Office.  Tutoring occurs Monday – Thursday in two shifts, ACT I (4:30 – 6 pm) and ACT II (6:30 – 8 pm).  Tutors are required to work a minimum of one shift per week.
OHS Tutors work at Overbrook High School during the school day and are matched with teachers and placed in classrooms to provide support for students one-on-one or in small groups.  Overbrook Tutors travel together in a BMC van to OHS and work Monday – Thursdays either in the morning (8 – 11:30 am) or in the afternoon (12 – 3 pm).  Tutors are required to work a minimum of one shift per week.
