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PRAXIS III INDEPENDENT STUDY GUIDELINES

A Praxis III Independent Study places fieldwork at the center of a supervised learning experience. The fieldwork is supported by appropriate readings and regular meetings with a faculty supervisor. Fieldwork should constitute 75% of total coursework assigned. The remaining 25% will be negotiated with the faculty supervisor. Students will typically complete two fieldsite visits per week (8-10 hours per week).

Submitting a Proposal and Learning Plan

Students who plan to undertake a Praxis III Independent Study should submit a Praxis III Proposal at pre-registration. This form must be signed by the Praxis Program Director and the Academic Dean.

By the first day of the semester in which the Praxis III Independent Study will take place, the student must complete a Praxis III Learning Plan in consultation with the Faculty Supervisor, the Field Supervisor and the Praxis Field Placement Coordinator. 

College Requirements

· Praxis III courses are available to sophomores and above in good academic standing.

· A Praxis III course may count toward the student’s major if the department agrees. If the department agrees, all rules for major courses apply.

· A Praxis III course may count as a 300 level course with departmental approval.

· A Praxis III course may NOT count as a divisional requirement.

· A member of the Bryn Mawr faculty must supervise the Praxis III course.  (Sometimes arrangements can be made for a Haverford professor to supervise the course, but special approval is needed for this exception). 
· If the faculty supervisor chooses the credit/no credit (C/NC) option, the student must be notified and the course does NOT count as one of the four allowed to students during their career at Bryn Mawr.

· If the student chooses the C/NC option, grading will follow normal procedures for C/NC courses. The faculty supervisor will not be notified and the course WILL be included as one of the four C/NC courses allowed.

· A student may NOT receive financial compensation from her Praxis III field site.

· A student may take no more than two Praxis III courses during her career.

Praxis III Registration Guide

1) At pre-registration, students must submit to their Dean a completed Praxis III Proposal for her/his signature and then return the form to the Praxis Office to be reviewed by the Praxis Program Director, who will then notify the Registrar’s Office.  A “Praxis Pending” place holder registration number will be issued by the Registrar’s Office at this time. 
2) Once the Praxis III Proposal is approved, students need to work on finding a faculty supervisor, identifying a fieldsite and field supervisor, and negotiating fieldwork responsibilities with the field supervisor.  All of the pieces of the course come together in the Praxis III Learning Plan, which must be approved by the Praxis Program Director by the first day of academic semester in which she will be taking the class.
3)  The Praxis Program Director will notify the Registrar’s Office when the Praxis III Learning Plan is approved, at which point an official course registration number will be created for the course.
