Ardmore Community Tutoring: ACT
Tutors assigned to ACT will work one-on-one with 1 or 2 tutees who live in the Ardmore community and attend elementary or middle schools in the Lower Merion and Haverford Township School District. There are many different ways in which a tutoring session may be spent; the individual activities engaged in during each session are planned by the tutor in advance. Tutors will be expected to attend every session with their tutees, unless excused by a supervisor, as well as attend every supervision session, which will be held about once a month. Tutors are expected to fill out an online log after every meeting with their tutees to track attendance, progress, and communicate concerns with other tutors.
