Call for Submissions: The Journal of Civic Engagement

Have you ever volunteered in a soup kitchen or worked on a political campaign? Have you ever run for office or worked in a school? Have you ever convened or played a significant role in a community meeting? Have you ever volunteered in a hospital or participated in a mentoring/tutoring program? Have these or similar experiences shaped the way you think about your community, about yourself, or about civic engagement? If so, the Journal of Civic Engagement wants to hear from you. 

The Journal of Civic Engagement (JCE) is seeking essays or reflections from individuals in the Bryn Mawr College Community. Submissions should be based on a civic engagement experience meaningful to you that you would like to share. Your experience does not have to be associated with a College-sponsored activity; you can write about any personal experience related to civic engagement. Your submission need not be a well-polished academic article (although these will certainly be considered for publication).We hope to include a range of accounts of personal, community-based experiences that have had an impact on how you think or feel. What did you learn from the experience? What was most challenging about it? What did it mean? How did it shape or reshape your understanding of the world?

JCE Guidelines for Submission

Spring 2007

· Submissions should be approximately 3 pages (1000 words)

· Writers should use a common font, such as Courier or Times Roman, in 12-point type, double-spaced. 

· Personal accounts are encouraged, but entries can be a mix of personal and academic writing.
· Writers should be sure that their pieces don’t reveal the identities of anyone they’ve worked with if that person has not given them explicit permission to do so.
· Examples of writings that are appropriate for the Journal of Civic Engagement:

· Accounts of community service, activism, political engagement

· Reflections from field experiences in academic courses

· Shared writing by partners in a civic engagement activity

· Journal entries

· Letters to someone with whom you’ve had a partnership in civic engagement

· Deadline is Monday, March 5 at 4 PM. Please feel free to send your submission earlier! We encourage people to send an abstract/summary to the committee in advance. Just a paragraph with your idea is fine!
