Memberships Policy

The College maintains institutional memberships in a wide variety of professional organizations, including scholarly societies, higher educational associations, and organizational/managerial/operational groups.  These permit the College community to benefit from scholarly and other research, support worthy institutions, take advantage of opportunities for professional development, attend workshops, etc.  Institutional memberships are budgeted centrally and invoices are paid by the Chief Administrative Officer. Before taking out further memberships, department and office heads should review the need for such with the appropriate administrator (Provost, President, Dean or Chief Administrative Officer).
