Special Events Fund

Guidelines

Purpose

To bring large scale, one time, special events to Bryn Mawr College, which might not be funded otherwise, refers mostly to concerts and guest speakers.

Where the Money Comes From


The initial money in the Special Events Fund is made up of a 10,000 surplus which was set aside in Spring 2002, for the purpose described above.  The assembly voted that the Fund, until voted otherwise, shall be comprised of 75% of the annual surplus, to ensure that the fund is not depleted.  

Special Events Fund Committee

-The committee is formed by the SGA Executive Board and the Student Activities Coordinator.  

-The committee will be responsible for assessing the feasibility of proposals, determining student interest, and conducting interviews with applicants

Selection Process


-Application and Interview are taken into account during the selection process.

-The committee will operate under consensus, when deciding on which proposals to present to the assembly.

-Decisions made by the committee will be presented to the Assembly once a semester for approval.  During this time the author of the proposal may be asked to present their proposal to the Assembly.  

-A 2/3 vote of the Assembly is required for approval.

Guidelines

-Applications are open to all undergraduate members of the Association.

-The event being applied for cannot receive additional Student Finance Committee allocated funds.  

-All events must be open to the Bryn Mawr College Community

-In order to ensure that the Special Events Fund does not get depleted, a recommended donation may be charged for admittance into the event.  The money is to be turned over to the Special Events Fund Committee no later then 1 month after the event.  

-Applications may be submitted at anytime.  However, evaluation and approval of the proposals occurs once a semester.

-Quantity of money is subject to change given the availability of funds in any given year. 

-A completed application and an interview with the Special Events Fund Committee is mandatory.

Due Date

-Applications are due 5pm the Friday following the approval of the SGA Budget. (This date will be announced each semester as soon as it is known)
