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Hot Club of San Francisco to Give Its First 
Philly-Area Performance of "Gypsy Jazz" at BMC

Gypsy-jazz string quintet The Hot Club of San Francisco will open the 2007-08 Performing Arts Series at Goodhart Theater on Saturday, Sept. 15, at 8 p.m.

HCSF has been heralded as "intricate, scorching and often brilliant," in Acoustic Guitar magazine. In its first-ever Philadelphia-area performance the quintet will present "Silent Surrealism," a concert set to 15- to 20-minute clips from rarely seen silent films, including the slapstick "You Tell One," and the horror flick "The Fall of the House of Usher."  

Lead guitarist Paul Mehling describes gypsy jazz, the form made famous by Django Reinhardt and Stéphane Grappelli, as "sophisticated but with a sentimental quality. It has a real swing and the rhythms are often played at breakneck speeds."

"Silent Surrealism" recalls Paris between the wars when intimate clubs played host to the new arts of cinema and jazz.  During the 1930s guitarist Django Reinhardt's quintet perfected the style of gypsy jazz, which has enjoyed a revival in popularity recently.

Creative Writing Reading Series Opens Sept. 27

Seven prizewinning practitioners of the arts of poetry, memoir, essay and fiction will visit the Bryn Mawr campus this year as part of the Creative Writing Program Reading Series. The diverse group of authors ranges from established literary eminences like Nobel laureate Derek Walcott, novelist E.L. Doctorow and poet Lucille Clifton to rising stars like Olga Grushin, who was recently selected by Granta as one of America's top young novelists. The series, which is free and open to the public, begins on Thursday, Sept. 27, with a reading by two-time Pulitzer winner Richard Wilbur. Names, dates, times and places of the readings:

Richard Wilbur, Thursday, Sept. 27, 7:30 p.m., Ely Room at the Wyndham Alumnae House
Richard Wilbur, two-time recipient of the Pulitzer Prize, is the author of 11 books of poems, including Mayflies: New Poems and Translations and Collected Poems, 1943-2004. He is also the leading English translator of the works of Molière and Racine. 

His other works include such children's classics as Opposites and the books of prose Responses: Prose Pieces, 1948-1976 and The Catbird's Song: Prose Pieces, 1963-1995. With Leonard Bernstein and Lillian Hellman he wrote Candide, a comic operetta based on Voltaire's satire. His new translation is of The Theatre of Illusion by Pierre Corneille. 

Derek Walcott, Thursday, Oct. 11, 7:30 p.m., Thomas Great Hall 
Poet Derek Walcott from St. Lucia received the 1992 Nobel Prize for Literature. Founder of the Trinidad Theatre Workshop, he has distinguished himself in lyric, dramatic and narrative poetry through such works as Dream on Monkey Mountain, Omeros, The Prodigal, Tiepolo's Hound, The Bounty and The Arkansas Testament. His prose works include his Nobel address, "The Antilles: Fragments of Epic Memory," and What the Twilight Says. His new Selected Poems, edited by Edward Baugh, appeared in the spring of 2007. 

Critic Peter Balakian describes Walcott's work as "an epic song that has already taken its place in the history of Western literature."

E. L. Doctorow, Thursday, Nov. 8, 7:30 p.m., Thomas Great Hall
E.L. Doctorow's many novels include The Book of Daniel, Ragtime, Loon Lake, World's Fair, Billy Bathgate, The Waterworks and The March. His stories are gathered in Lives of the Poets: Six Stories and a Novella, and his nonfiction in Reporting the Universe and, most recently, Creationists: Selected Essays, 1993-2006. 

Critic John Leonard writes of Doctorow, "In The March, he dreams himself backward from The Book of Daniel to Ragtime to The Waterworks to the Civil War, into the creation myth of the Republic itself, as if to assume the prophetic role of such 19th-century writers as Emerson, Melville, Whitman and Poe."

Lucille Clifton, Thursday, Dec. 6, 7:30 p.m., Ely Room at the Wyndham Alumnae House
Lucille Clifton is the author of 12 collections of poetry and one book of autobiographical prose, including Mercy, Blessing the Boats: New and Selected Poems, 1988-2000 (recipient of the National Book Award), The Book of Light and Good Woman: Poems and a Memoir 1969-1980 (nominated for a Pulitzer Prize the same year her volume Next: New Poems was nominated). She has also published 19 children's books. 

Journalist Donna Seaman has written that "Clifton's poems are lean, agile, and accurate, and there is beauty in their directness and efficiency, an element, too, of surprise."

Olga Grushin, Thursday, Feb. 7, 7:30 p.m., Ely Room at the Wyndham Alumnae House
Recently chosen as one of Granta magazine's "21 Best American Fiction Writers Under 35," and also a recipient of the New York Public Library's Young Lions Fiction Award, Olga Grushin was born in Moscow and educated in Prague and at Moscow State University; she also earned a full scholarship to Emory University. She has worked as a researcher, interpreter and editor. 

Her first novel, The Dream Life of Sukhanov, was described by critic James Lasdun as being "steeped in the tradition of Gogol, Bulgakov and Nabokov." 

Patricia Hampl, Thursday, March 27, 7:30 p.m., Thomas Great Hall 
Poet and memoirist Patricia Hampl is the author of books including Woman Before an Aquarium, Blue Arabesque: A Search for the Sublime (about a work by Matisse), I Could Tell You Stories: Sojourns in the Land of Memory, A Romantic Education and Virgin Time: In Search of the Contemplative Life. Her new book is The Florist's Daughter. 

Writer Phyllis Rose comments, "I love few writers as I love Patricia Hampl. Reading her, I feel in conversation with a deliciously matured and balanced, lively and comprehensive mind…. Blue Arabesque is a marvel — so free, so inventive and so unpretentiously deep."

James Salter, Thursday, April 17, 7:30 p.m., Thomas Great Hall
Susan Sontag has written, "Salter particularly rewards those for whom reading is an intense pleasure. He is among the very few North American writers all of whose work I want to read, whose as yet unpublished books I wait for impatiently." James Salter is the author of the novels Solo Faces, Light Years, A Sport and a Pastime, The Arm of Flesh (revised as Cassada) and The Hunters, as well as the memoirs Gods of Tin and Burning the Days. His story collections include Dusk and Other Stories (recipient of a PEN/Faulkner Award) and Last Night.

Bryn Mawr Owls Open Fall Season With Wins
In Volleyball, Cross Country and Soccer

The 2007-08 athletic season opened last week for Bryn Mawr's fall athletes with especially strong showings from the cross-country team, led by the fleet-footed Katie Weng '09, and from a promising young volleyball team. A review of the week's action: 

Cross Country In the first race of the 2007 season, Katie Weng '09 picked up where she left off last season, at the head of the pack. While running at the Haverford Time Trials, Weng took first place with a time of 19:23, 25 seconds faster than the nearest competitor. Other top finishers included Julia Lustick '09 (20:33), Jessica Varney '10 (21:18), Tess Clancy '10 (21:35), and Maggie Lloyd (21:44) '10. "This was a great team race," said Head Coach Dan Talbot. "Everyone contributed and raced very well, a good start to the season."

Field Hockey
Bryn Mawr kicked off the 2007 season by hosting conference rival Swarthmore on Sept. 1 at Shillingford Field. The defense was led by goalkeeper Katherine Zaylor '11, who in her first collegiate appearance registered 17 saves in the cage. Lily Chen '08 and Caroline Heffernan '10 each tallied shots on goal in the 5-0 loss. 

Soccer
The 2007 installment of soccer kicked off with the annual Bryn Mawr College Soccer Invitational. The tournament brought Goucher, Immaculata, and Lincoln to the Main Line. In the opening game, the Owls faced Immaculata, who used an "own goal" to get on the board first, but back-to-back goals by co-captain Wallis Romzek '07 and midfielder Emily Wiseman '11 put the Owls up by one heading into the half. Two second-half goals by the Mighty Macs gave Immaculata the 3-2 victory. 

In the consolation game, Bryn Mawr toppled Lincoln 7-1. Katy Wing '10, Akua Nyame-Mensah '10, Wiseman, and an "own goal" gave the Owls a 4-1 halftime lead. In the second half, Romzek, Sydni Meyer '09 and Sarah Matteson '11 each found the back of the net, securing Bryn Mawr the 7-1 victory. Romzek, Laura Costanzo '10, Wiseman and Jillian Forde '11 all collected assists in the game. Romzek and Wiseman earned all-tournament team honors.

Volleyball
The Owls opened up the season going 2-0 at the Cedar Crest tri-match on September 1. In the first match, Bryn Mawr defeated Penn State-Abington 3-1. Julia Harris '10 led the owls with 18 kills while Katie Kronbergs '09 added 11. Elizabeth Sinclair '09 anchored the defense as she picked up 15 digs and chipped in 9 kills as libero Ashton Shaffer '11 began her Bryn Mawr athletic career on a solid footing, collecting 14 digs.

In the second match against host Cedar Crest, it took five games for the Owls to pick up the win. Again, Sinclair led the defense with 30 digs. Emma Wiesniewski-Barker '11 set a balanced attack while Harris knocked down 19 shots and Sinclair added 17 kills (.350). Hannah Davis '11 and Kronbergs combined for 25 kills while middle blocker Trish Urena '10 contributed nine of her own. The Owls won the marathon match as game five went down to the wire, securing Bryn Mawr the 30-24, 25-30, 30-23, 31-33, 15-13 win.

This summer, Bryn Mawr Dining Services added more accolades to its already-overflowing trophy case. Bryn Mawr moved to number four on the Princeton Review's "Best Campus Food" list just a few weeks after Dining Services Director Bernie Chung-Templeton accepted a Loyal E. Horton Dining Award from the National Association of College and University Food Services.

BMCDS has numerous Horton awards to its credit, many for its imaginatively presented theme dinners. This year's bronze, however, was won in a category in which the College competed for the first time in 2007: "Residence Hall Dining – Single Stand-Alone Concept." The prizewinning dining hall was the popular Haffner Terminal, which features five dining "stations" that operate on a two-week menu cycle: a vegetarian station; a pizza bar with continuously replenished fresh pies; an extensive soup, salad and sandwich bar; a dessert bar; and an ethnic-food bar that offers two different world cuisines each semester.

Chung-Templeton's student assistant, Jessica Schwartz '09, worked with Haffner Unit Manager Steven Sensenich to prepare the contest entry, a colorful, eye-catching 45-page notebook. Using photographs, menus, marketing publications and testimonials from student diners, the notebook calls attention to the variety and quality of Haffner's menus; one page lists 90 new menu items that were added during the last academic year. Other sections focus on the attractive and creative presentation of food, the accommodation of students with restricted diets, the availability of nutritional information and BMCDS's responsiveness to students' needs and suggestions.

Haffner Terminal is open every day from 11 a.m. to 6:30 p.m. This quarter's ethnic bar is "Lechuza," featuring a Mexican menu that was popular with diners last year, as attested by a student's napkin note saying: "¡I love you! ¡You gave me chicken mole! ¡I am eternally in your debt!! ¡MORE MOLE!"" For diners who are not on a BMCDS meal plan, the cash price for entry to the all-you-can eat dining hall is $8.00 for lunch (11 a.m.-4 p.m.) and $9.75 for dinner (4-6:30 p.m.). The Bryn Mawr Express card (for Bryn Mawr faculty and staff) offers a significant savings: $5.50 is charged to the card for lunch and $7 for dinner.
