Social Security Numbers

You must have a valid Social Security number prior to the start of your employment. To apply for a Social Security
number, you need to visit one of the local Social Security Offices with a completed Application for a Social Security Card
(Form SS-5, available in the Office of International Programs or on-line at http://www.ssa.gov/), passport, 1-94 card,
evidence of permission to work in the U.S. (i.e., DS-2019 or 1-797), and an employment offer letter generated from the
Office of International Programs. The number ordinarily is issued to you within four weeks.

Unless your family members are authorized to work in the U.S., they are not eligible to apply for a Social Security
Number. They can, however, apply for the Individual Taxpayers Identification Number (ITIN), issued by the Internal
Revenue Service. The ITIN can be used in lieu of a Social Security Number for opening a bank account, applying for
credit, filling out an application, registering for school, etc. An application for ITIN is made on IRS Form W-9. For more
information, please see Www.irs.gov.
