*Special note to students interested in certification: In the spring of senior year, students on the Certification Track practice-teach full-time (five days a week, ALL DAY) in a middle or high school and earn two course units. They concurrently take an evening Practice Teaching Seminar. If required, they also write a thesis for their major. Student teachers, therefore, can’t take any courses outside of education other than a Senior Conference for their major.
Considering getting certified to teach after you graduate?
· You may apply to complete the secondary teacher certification program as a post-baccalaureate student after you graduate. The 2019-2020 per course cost is $2,455 per course. Federal loans are available, but fellowships or grants are not.
· Tri-co and Penn undergraduates may get started on their M.S.Ed. degree and a Pennsylvania teaching certificate in early elementary, middle level, or secondary education by applying as an undergrad to “sub-matriculate” into the University of Pennsylvania, Graduate School of Education’s 10-month, urban-focused Master’s Program in Elementary or Secondary Education. The advantage: Submatriculants may take up to two graduate-level education courses at Penn that will count toward the graduate degree, which makes the graduate program (currently $49,768 for tuition and fees) less expensive and more manageable. Penn offers scholarship and fellowship opportunities. Full-time, full-year teachers in public or private non-profit elementary or secondary schools who work in low-income areas and/or teach in a subject matter shortage area may be eligible to have a portion of their Direct and/or Perkins Loans cancelled.
How to Declare a Minor in Education
When? Spring semester, sophomore year

How?

1) Complete a Declaration of Major/Minor form (at HC) or a Minor Work Plan form (at BMC), on which you list the education courses you have already taken (if applicable) and intend to take.

2) Write a 1-page, single-spaced (or 2-page, double-spaced) “Statement of Intent” addressed to the Education Program in which you respond to these questions:

a) Why are you interested in education? Please describe your interest (its origins, experiences that led to it, its current manifestations, etc.).

b) What do you hope to gain from your Education Program coursework and related experiences?

c) What is your current thinking about the role of your education studies in your current and future life -- academic, professional, and civic?

d) If you are declaring a Minor in Education - Secondary Teacher Certification track, how do you intend to meet this extra-curricular teaching experience requirement:
Gain extracurricular teaching experience, ideally working with middle or high school students (through a summer teaching experience, such as Summerbridge, for example, or through a tutoring program). Certification candidates can meet this requirement by:

· [Preferred] Playing the role of a teacher, teaching assistant, or coach for at least sixty extracurricular hours, working with groups of children in a learning environment. During this time, the certification candidate should be engaged in planning, preparing for, and carrying out activities for groups of children.

· Taking an additional education course for which fieldwork in a school or other learning setting is a requirement.

· Extending the student teaching experience from the minimum requirement of twelve weeks to fourteen weeks, allowing an extra two weeks at the start of the experience to apprentice with their cooperating teacher before taking on full responsibility for teaching.
How to Apply to Bi-co Post-Bacc Teacher Certification Program or Penn’s GSE
Bryn Mawr/Haverford Post-Bacc Teacher Education Program: Seniors and bi-co graduates apply by March 25 for the following academic year. For more information, go to the Education Program website: www.brynmawr.edu/education).
Penn’s GSE: Students who seek to submatriculate in Penn’s Graduate School of Education for a M.S.Ed. in Teacher Education + Teaching Certification usually apply in their junior year. For more information, go to the GSE website at http://www.gse.upenn.edu/tll/utep.
� Additional coursework is often required in the student’s certification area (e.g., math, social studies).


� There is a prerequisite for enrollment in Educational Psychology: Psychology 101 or 102. Juniors and seniors pursuing teacher cert may be exempt from this prerequisite, but prior permission of the course instructor is required.
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
