Day 1 (Wed, Sep 6)
Arrival

After your arrival at the Basel/ 
Mulhouse Airport, you are transferred 
to your hotel in the scenic town of 
Obernai situated in the verdant foot-
hills of the Vosges Mountains. Spend 
time exploring on your own and with 
the group before dinner at the hotel.

Day 2 (Thu, Sep 7)
Obernai

Today is a day to get to know your 
new hometown in some depth. Visit 
the Spindler Art Marquetry gallery to 
view the work of a local artisan with 
an international following. Tour the 
seventh century Hohenburg Abbey, 
founded by St. Odile. Get special  
access to the abbey library with its 
richly illustrated Hortus Deliciarum 
manuscript. Afterwards, get up close 
to the mysterious nearby Pagan Wall 
from pre-Christian times.

After lunch in a typical winstub  
restaurant, visit two highly regarded 
women-owned wineries nearby.

Day 3 (Fri, Sep 8)
Strasbourg

Tour the Gothic cathedral in this 
magnificent city and afterwards, visit 
the Notre-Dame museum to see its 
collection of medieval art and archi-
tectural plans for the church. Enjoy a 
savory Alsatian specialty during a city 
tour. Take a tour on the city’s unique 
canals. Enjoy free time and/or an  
optional tour of typical small streets 
and boutiques.
